History:

From May, 2009 – May 2010, representatives of the Bays’ Safety Committee met, as requested by the 
Citizen’s Advisory Committee.  The Emergency Call card was developed and dispersed to every household

in the Bays.  The current Town of Hanover disaster plan was also reproduced and distributed to residents. 

Further research concluded that emergency exits and egresses from both bays in an emergency situation needed to be studied and developed. 
Our Purposes:  

1. To provide emergency exits to the residents of both Hanford and Sunset Bays in the event of any type of emergency that occurs, especially if the railroad crossings are blocked.  
2. To provide egress in the event of an emergency that eliminates the possibility of crossing the tracks.
The committee realized that an emergency could occur at any time, at any place, and under any circumstance.   Multiple, possible solutions are proposed so that loss of life, can be avoided immediately, should an emergency occur.  The goals developed in this process are listed below and each goal has an action plan. (Refer to Implementation Plans document.)
Goal 1:  To allow helicopter access to both bays for emergency evacuation of disabled and/or infirmed individuals.  Proposed helipad sites are Hanford Bay Community Club field and Sunset Fire Hall parking area.
Goal 2:  To organize clubs, groups and individuals that use vehicles such as snowmobiles, jet skis, boats, ATVs/4-wheelers, and golf carts to provide emergency access and egress from both bays in the event of an emergency that does not allow the tracks to be crossed.
Goal 3:  To use the railroad rights-of-way along the sides of the tracks for emergency evacuations. 

Goal 4A:  To develop and use the current underpass at Triangle Drive in Sunset Bay as an access and egress.
4B:  To build a walkway on the CSX railroad bridge from Sunset Bay to Irving.    

Goal 5:  To construct two pedestrian overpasses over the railroad tracks; one at Hanford and Sunset     crossings.
Goals #1, #2, and #3 are considered short term implementation at minimal cost.

Goals # 4A and #4B are mid range implementation, with the need for coordination among the two railroads, local, state, federal governments and the Seneca Nation and moderate expenses. 
Goal#5 is considered long range, with considerable expenses that will require procurement from outside funding sources.

Committee Work will continue as we “fine tune” the implementation plans.  

Reports and updates of progress will be made periodically to the Town Board.
· In summary, we present these goals to the Town Board tonight, June 14, 2010.

· We ask The Board to review, make recommendations and adopt them as a basis to plan safety improve-
ments for fellow Town of Hanover residents, within the bay neighborhoods.
· We ask that The Town become the lead agency for disaster coordinators, local fire departments, both railroads, and local, state and federal agencies.  We seek the agencies’ expertise in solving safety issues posed by the geographical locations of the bays and the railroad tracks.
